1. Fill a microwave-safe container with 1 cup of cold water (250ml) along with the
utensil in question.

2. Cook on maximum power for 1 minute.

3. Carefully feel the utensil. If the empty utensil is warm, do not use it for microwave
cooking.

4. Do not exceed 1 minute cooking time.

15. OTHER SPECIFICATIONS

(1) The buzzer sounds once by efficient press, inefficient press will be no responce.
(2) In cooking state, “OPEN" cannot be pressed to open the drawer unless “STOP/
CANCEL" button is pressed to pause the cooking. Press “CLOSE" button to close the
drawer. Then "START/+30SEC.” button must be pressed to continue cooking.

(3) If the cooking programme has been set, “"START/+30SEC." is not pressed in 1 min-
ute, The current time will be displayed. The setting will be cancelled.

(4) If the oven door is open, the lamp will light until the oven is powered off.
